2027 IOLTA Discretionary Grant Application Instructions
Before starting the application, you should read the IOLTA GRANT POLICY, Required Grant Reporting and Income Eligibility Guidelines to determine whether your project meets our criteria, priorities and other requirements. 

Use 2027 Discretionary Grant Program forms. Do not use old forms. Instructions for reporting case closed statistics on the IOLTA Service and Case Report Form (ISCRF) must be followed so that you report IOLTA-funded cases only.

Major Grant ($12,001 to $250,000) Applicants: 
Complete the Major Grant Application including required Coversheet. Any questions we have about your application will be directed to the contact person listed on the Coversheet.
Basic Grant ($1 to $12,000) Applicants: 
Complete the Basic Grant Application including required Coversheet. Any questions we have about your application will be directed to the contact person listed on the Coversheet.
All Applicants: 
Complete the expense budget and schedules. 
Complete the IOLTA Service and Case Report Form (ISCRF) reporting case closed statistics for 2025 and 2024.
Submit fully executed Grant Assurances.
Submit Auditor’s Certification (page 3 of 2027 Audit Requirements).
Submit required technical documents (audit or other financial statement, Form 990, NJ Charitable Registration report, IRS letter etc. listed on page 2 of the application).


The document labeled “2027 Audit Requirements” describes our audit expectations and requirements and includes a sample letter that your auditor must submit on the firm’s letterhead. Your application is not complete without it.
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
